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The Book of Psalms-
Psalms 90-106 make up the fourth book [of the 
Psalms], paralleling the book of Numbers—the 
wilderness book—which highlights human 
failure.  Throughout this book you will find 
victory alternating with devastating defeat.  Just 
as God steps in and delivers the Israelites in the 
desert—working mighty miracles and ministering 
to their needs, feeding them with bread from 
heaven, opening the rock for them so that water 
would flow—Israel begins to murmur and 
complain, precipitating an episode of defeat.  This 
same pattern is pictured for us in the poetry of 
the fourth section of the Psalms.

Passage for today: Psalm 90-92Th
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Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 90 - Note the author of this psalm!  What situation does he 

see? In light of the situation, what does he pray for?   What does this 
teach us about true worship? 

2. Psalm 91 - Security in the Lord!  According to this psalm, who finds 
true security in the presence of the Lord?  What are these secure in 
and secure from?  What brings them into such security? Today, are 
you enjoying true security in the presence of the Lord?  Explain.  
What does this teach us about true worship? 

3. Psalm 92 - Thankfulness!  What is it that stirred thankfulness in the 
heart of the writer of this psalm?  How do these things apply to us 
today?  Consider the life described in verses 12-14.  What is the 
source of this flourishing life? Applications?   What does this teach 
you about true worship?

Passage for today: Psalm 93-94Fr
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Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 93 - What might the “floods” be in this psalm?  How does this 

psalm point to us to the right perspective in the midst of these 
floods?  What does this teach you about worship? 

2. Psalm 94 - How does the psalmist here maintain hope and 
confidence as he considers the life of the wicked?  According to this, 
what should be our response as we see the wicked of the earth 
seemingly triumph? What does this teach about true worship?

Passage for today: Psalm 95-96Sa
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Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 95 - Briefly describe the two very different responses to God 

found in this psalm?  What does this great contrast teach us?  Today, 
are you abiding in the Lord’s rest (See Heb. 3-4)?  Explain.  How 
might worship affect our standing in that restful place?   What does 
this teach you about true worship?   

2. Psalm 96 - What are the various actions of worship this psalm calls 
us to?  Why are we called to worship the Lord in these ways?  Why 
is worship from all of creation due to the Lord?  Today, are you 
proclaiming the good news of His salvation (v. 2)?  Explain.  What 
does this teach us about true worship?

Passage for today: Psalm 97-99Su
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Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 97 - The Lord reigns, not just will reign! How is this so?  

According to the psalm, what responses should this prompt in us?  
Lessons?  What does this teach you about true worship?  

2. Psalm 98 - Why should we praise the Lord? How should we praise 
the Lord? Who should praise the Lord?  What does this psalm teach 
us about true worship?

3. Psalm 99 - How does this psalm describe the Lord?  How does it call 
us to respond to the Lord’s reign and holiness?  What does this teach 
about true worship?

Passage for today: Psalm 100-102m
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Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 100 - Thanksgiving is a key part of worship!  What are the 

actions called for in this psalm?  How is thankfulness tied into these 
actions?  Is thanksgiving exhibited in your life in these ways?  
Explain.  What does this psalm teach you about true worship? 

2. Psalm 101 - Determination and dedication are also a part of worship! 
Fifteen times David says “I will” or “I shall”.  What things does he 
determine to do?  Why?  What does this teach us about true worship?

3. Psalm 102 - What does the introduction to this psalm tell us to do?  
As the author expresses his hurt, what does he cling to in order to 
maintain hope?  How might this apply to us today? What does this 
teach about true worship?

Passage for today: Psalm 103-104Tu
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Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 103 - David makes no request in this psalm, but instead, 

focuses on God’s blessings.  Why?  What blessings does he focus 
on? What does this teach you about worship?

2. Psalm 104 - This psalm continues to focus on God’s blessings and on 
Him as Creator.  What blessings does the author list?  How might 
they affect us today?  What does this teach you about worship?

Passage for today: Psalm 105

Questions to Ponder
1. Psalm 105 - Continuing to focus on God’s blessings, this psalm 

highlights Him as Redeemer.  What events does this psalm turn our 
focus toward as we praise Him for His being our Redeemer?  What 
does this teach you about worship? 
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
